JPL 105: Elementary Japanese 105 (6 credits)

beginning learners. The first six chapters of "Genki", Vol.1 will be covered in this course. Instruction will
focus on the development of all four skills (speaking, listening, reading and writing) and cultural
knowledge. Through a variety of communicative activities, students will learn how to express their own
ideas and to use the language creatively both orally and in writing.

* Understand basic Japanese grammar and its function necessary to greet, introduce themselves, talk
and ask about their everyday routine, describe basic characteristics of people and things, talk and ask
about one’s preference, suggest plans, make requests, give and deny permission, explain reasons and

offer assistance.

Through a
variety of classroom activities, students will learn how to express their own ideas and to use the language
creatively both orally and in writing.

Expected preparation for the course includes abilities to:

* Read and write all Hiragana and Katakana, and approximately 90 new kanji characters.

* Understand basic Japanese grammar and its function necessary to greet, introduce themselves, talk and
ask about their everyday routine, describe basic characteristics of people and things, talk and ask about
one’s preference, suggest plans, make requests, give and deny permission, explain reasons and offer
assistance.

* Read and write approximately 150 kanji characters.

appropriately.
